Section 3: A contractor or subcontractor on a construction project by or on behalf of the
Authority shall maintain records as required by Chapter 2258 and shall be subject to the
penalties, forfeitures, and withholding of money for failure to comply with this Resolution and/or
pending a final determination of an alleged violation, as provided in Chapter 2258.

Section 4: The Authority's General Manager is hereby directed and authorized to specify
the wage rates adopted hereunder in all specifications for bids and contracts for construction
projects by or on behalf of the Authority.

Conservation and Reclamation District by 45th Texas State Legislature in 1937 to
develop, conserve and protect the water resources of the San Jacinto River watershed.

“It would be more efficient for those WUGs to receive supply from the
nearest source, either through a new contract with the owning WWP, or a
transfer of supply between WWPs. This is likely to occur in Montgomery
County, where the City of Houston supply in Lake Conroe is closer to the
dea-and cenier: than the SIP A suyply available in the lower San Jacinto
Basin. The contractual exchange of either customers or supplies between
these WWPs would reduce the infrastructure required to bring new supply
into Montgomery County.”

Section 4.4 — Strategy Allocation (page 4-16 thru 4-17)
“...infrastructure costs were estimated for treatment and conveyance to
each municipal WUG receiving water from a WMS....In Fort Bend and
Montgomery Counties, a significant increase in surface water use is
projected to meet future demands. In those counties, regional treatment
and distribution facilities were sized to provide a basis for cost estimating,
but are not considered the only facility alignment considered consistent
with this plan, Variations from these groupings are normal and expected
to occur.”

“In Montgomery County, new surface water will come from Lake Conroe,
the San Jacinto River at Lake Houston, and the Trinity River via the Luce
Bayou transfer into Lake Houston. It was assumed there would be two
service areas. One would serve the northern portion of the county (above
Highway 105, including all of Conroe), one would serve the southern
portion of the County (including the Woodlands)l A diagram of these
areas, the proposed pump stations, treatment plants and distribution
systems are shown on Figure 4C-2 in Appendix C.”

“The cost estimates for these regional facilities are provided in Table 4C-1
in Appendix 4C. The individual WUG infrastructure costs required to
connect into the regional systems were estimated, and are detailed in
Table4C-2. In that table, each WUG is allocated a pro rata share of the
regional facility cost in addition to their internal infrastructure cost.”

The project will be contained wholly within the boundaries of Montgomery County
and will serve current and future public and water systems within the entire county.

The project is within Congressional District 8.
5. Brief description of overall project and estimated total cost of entire project.

The Lone Star Groundwater Conservation District (LSGCD), which is the political
subdivision, established by the State of Texas Legislature to protect and enhance the
groundwater resources of Montgomery County, adopted a Regulatory Plan in 2006
that limits the total groundwater withdrawal in the county to 64,000 afpy. Currently
the withdrawal rate 2xceeds 76,076 cipy  The LSGCD recertly adopted Phase IIA to
its District Regulatory Plan that requires a 30 percent reduction in use of groundwater
within the county by January 1, 2015 with further restrictions beyond that date to
maintain a withdrawal rate of no more than 64,000 afpy.

The program includes the planning, permitting, financing, land acquisition, design,
construction and startup of the supply, treatment, storage, transmission and delivery
of surface water to selected utilities within Montgomery County to meet its future
water needs within the LSGCD Regulatory Plan. Based on preliminary pre-design
planning efforts, the first phase of the program is anticipated to include the following
facilities:

e Raw water intake and pumping station located at Lake Conroe
Surface water treatment plant (22.5 mgd first phase, 90 mgd ultimate)
Finished water storage facilities
High service pump station
Transmission line (approximately 60 miles ranging from 54 to 24”)
SCADA and Control System
Ancillary facilities

Based on preliminary pre-design planning efforts, the estimated cost of the first phase
of the program to be completed in 2015 is approximately $500,000,000.

Subsequent phases of the program are anticipated to be implemented as projected
water demands within the county warrant. At this time, additional phases are planned
each decade. The total estimated cost for the total program thru 2055 is
approximately $1,500,000,000.
